Exercises:

8.4: Advantages include collecting data on how much work employees do and monitoring that they are actually working and not distracted. Disadvantages are that it can cause stress and reduces the workers sense of worth.

8.6: Musicians and cow-milking women also have gotten RSI.

8.12: I don’t think there should be any restrictions because if a business decides to employ a home-worker and the work is not suited for a home, that relationship will fail. Working at home is generally good if the work suits the situation because it reduces travel time and pollution and the cost to the employer of providing a working space.

8.19:  I think that e-mail sent using the official government address should be treated as government documents, just as if they had their secretary send a letter on the official government stationary.
