Dreams consist of:

Manifest - what you remember of the dream

Latent - what the dream actually means (what they come from, what inspires the dreams)

Connecting Manifest to Latent:

Analysts look at events in the last 24 hours ("Dream Day") and look for motivations for each piece of the dream.

M to L is called analysis

L - M is called dreamwork

Functions of Dream according to Freud:

Dreams fulfill wishes

Protect sleep by releasing id impulses

Nightmares are when the brain doesn't do sufficient "dreamwork" to cover the impulse.

Dreamwork is :

Condensation -  Many ideas come from latent content and it is compressed into manifest.

One thing in manifest can link to many latent desires.

Displacement -  Things which aren't very important can become the key to dreams.

Mind displaces energy from something disturbing to something simple to protect sleep.

Pictorial Arrangement - images that let you remember the  dream later 

puts dream in picture form

Dream Composition - last thing that normally happens in the dream

pictorials arranged into a sequence.  

Dramatization - brings meaning to the dream, makes it into a story

3 Categories of Dreams:

Intelligible - the manifest and the latent coincide (dreamed mostly by children)

Wish fulfilling

Don't use the example with the strawberries from the book in the essay

Not as interesting as the others for the essay

Bewildering - there is a gab between the manifest/latent but you can understand the dream

Makes sense but you can't related it to your life

Confused/Disconnected/Meaningless - manifest/latent gap is huge
