A Recipe for Disaster (Other than giving Jimson root access to your machine)

How we setup out Linux testing Machine:

Step1:  Go to http://www.psc.edu/networking/projects/hpn-ssh/ and download the OpenSSH-4.2p1-hpn11-none patch located at the bottom of the page or at  http://www.psc.edu/networking/projects/hpn-ssh/openssh-4.2p1-hpn11-none.diff as of this writing. 

Step 2: Go to ftp://ftp.openbsd.org/pub/OpenBSD/OpenSSH/portable/ and download the file openssh-4.2p1.tar.gz to your computer. There extract it with a archive manager such the Linux gunzip/tar utilities.  

Step 3: Copy the OpenSSH-4.2p1-hpn11-none patch into the folder of extracted files.

Step 4: Using the patch command, patch the OpenSSH source files, for example: 

patch –i OpenSSH-4.2p1-hpn11-none

Step 5: Configure the install with ./configure, if you don’t want overwrite an exsisitng SSH install add  --prefi<desired path> to the command to install it somewhere other than /usr/local/

Step 6: type make

Step 7: type make install

Step 8: Now change to the folder that you installed OpenSSH.
